The Articles of Incorporation state : Sec . 2. That the particular objects

for which the corporation is to be formed are as follows : To increase the gen-
eral interest in the cultivation and use of the peony ; to improve the standard
of excellence of the flower ; to improve the methods of its cultivation and
methods of placing it upon the market ; to increase its use as a decorative
flower ; to bring about a more thorough understanding between those inter-
ested in its culture ; to properly supervise the nomenclature of the different
varieties and kinds of peonies ; to stimulate the growing and introduction of
improved seedlings and crosses of such flower ; and to promote any of the
general objects herein specified by holding or causing to be held examina-
tions , and awarding or causing or procuring to be awarded , prizes therefor ,
or in any other manner .

MEMBERSHIP
The By -Laws state : All reputable persons , professional or amateur , who

are interested in the peony , its propagation , culture , sale and development ,
are eligible to membership .
The annual dues are now $5.00 a year . The year begins with January 1

and runs the calendar year . Applicants for membership should send a check
or money order for five dollars payable to AMERICAN PEONY SOCIETY to
the Secretary . If cash is sent , the letter should be registered . The Society
will not be responsible for any cash remittances made otherwise . Member-
ship fee is $5.00, $3.00 of which is for a subscription to the American Society
Bulletin for one year . Subscription to the Bulletin to non-members $5.00
for one year .

CELEBRATION OF THE

Fiftieth Anniversary
OF THE

American Peony Society
Minneapolis , Minnesota

June 21-22 , 1954

All through the afternoon and
evening of Saturday , June 19th , the
stream of out of town guests be-
gan to flow in to the various hotels
assigned them . It continued in in-
creased flow until Monday when
there were finally assembled as
many members of the Society from
a distance as were ever present at
any previous meeting , it is thought .
The lobby of the Northwestern
National Bank , where the exhibi-
tion was held , was a busy scene
from late Sunday afternoon until
noon on Monday when everything

was ready for the judging at noon
sharp .
The result was an exhibition ,

which for beauty and completeness
has rarely been surpassed in any
previous show . Many doubts had
been expressed about the final out-
come , due to the fact that in many

areas , peonies had been severely ,
damaged by late frosts , dry weath-
er of the previous summer
hard rains on the blooms , exceed-
ingly hot weather at times and a
late cold spell that held them back
considerably . Thrips , also , got in
their work in many sections . In
spite of all these handicaps , the fin-
al result was satisfactory to every-
one .

Exhibits came from many points .
Those great peony growers of Sus-
sex County , N. J. , brought large
"mbers . Chicago and Milwaukee

were ably represented and Dr.
Gardiner from Canada , sent his us-
ual exhibit , which won several
honors . Mrs. Elizabeth Falk brought
many of her father's ( Lyman D.
Glasscock's ) hybrids and Mrs. A. P.
Saunders and Miss Silvia Saun-
ders had a special exhibit of about
20 herbaceous hybrids and 25 tree
peonies , which received special
awards .
Eleven garden clubs of the Twin
City area sent in arrangements for
deccrative purposes only and a
number of the local florists did the
same .

The flowers held up remarkably
well until the end of the show . It
was open from 2 p.m. to 9 P. M. on
Monday and from 9 A. M. to 5 P. M.
the second day . It is estimated that
twelve thousand or more people
saw it.
It may also be noted that only
one class in the show had no entry .
This was No. 121 calling for three
blooms of a white herbaceous hy-
brid . Several white hybrids were
shown in Class 124 , the collection
class .

The first director's meeting was
held at 3 P. M. Monday in one of
the private rooms in the bank , an
account of which is published else-
where in this Bulletin .

THE BANQUET
The banquet was held at 7 P. M.
in the Tea Room of the L. S. Don-
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aldson Company , a department store
next door to the Northwestern
Bank in which the show was held .
The food was well chosen , excellent-
ly prepared , efficiently served and
thoroughly enjoyed by the approxi-
mately 75 persons who participated .
The beef steak was especially ten-
der and tasty .

THE MINNESOTA PEONY AND
IRIS SOCIETY MEETING
Following the banquet a meet-
ing of the Minnesota Peony and
Iris Scciety was held , presided over
by its president , Mr. T. E. Carpen-
ter of St. Paul . The first order was
the introduction of all members and
guests of both Societies .
Then there followed several
songs , beautifully rendered by Mr.
D. B. Sullivan , a local singer of
note , who was accompanied on the
piano by his wife . One of the songs
was dedicated to the Secretary of
the American Peony Society and
participated in by the entire assem-
bly. Appropriate enough it was
"Carry Me Back To Ole Virginny "
the Secretary's native state .
After this feature a delightful
and entertaining address was given
by Dr. J. O. Christianson of the
Extension Division of the Univer-
sity of Minnesota . The meeting was
then turned over to Mr. Christman ,
the President of the American Pe-
ony Society .

SECRETARY'S REPORT
To the Members of the American
Peony Society :

For the year beginning June 1 ,

1953 , and ending June 1 , 1954 , the
total receipts were $3,725.33 . The

$ 6,441.54 expenses actually paid were $ 2 , -
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737.42 . The excess of receipts over
expenditures was $987.91 . Sixty-
five new members were added to
the rolls . Nineteen sent in resigna-
tions , six deaths have been reported
and there have been several remov-
als , whose present addresses it has ,
as yet , not been possible to learn .
There are approximately 750 names
on the mailing list. Quite a number
of these are in arrears in dues .
The sale of the handbooks con-
tinues at a reasonable rate . About
18,750 copies have been sold at a
present profit of $ 1,039.46 . If sales
continue at the present rate , the
book will soon be out of print .
We have registered 25 new varie-
ties . The sale of old bulletins has
been satisfactory . We still have a
large number of some issues and
none of others .
It is a matter of great regret that
the two men who have contributed
most to the production of new varie-
ties by crossing different species ,
died within the last two years . In
each instance , their work is being
carried on by a daughter . We wish
them great success in their under-
taking .

den . Has any really workable meth-
od been discovered to combat the

ever present nematode infection ?

Has any one tried pot culture of
peonies especially for sales at bloom-
ing time ? If so with what success ?
Have you ever successfully forced
peonies of any kind for early blooms.
for display in the spring shows ? If
so , how was it done ? Has anyone
successfully rooted stem cuttings

of peonies ? One of our members
reports that they root quite easily ,
but that he has never been able to
carry them over the winter. We
should like reports of successful
mulch culture . In short , we should
like articles that give any informa-
tion that may be of benefit to our
members .

We have just recently received
the medals long overdue from the
firm that casts them . We hope to
have them all engraved and in the
hands of those who have waited so
long for them , in a short time now .
However , we are not sure that we
have all the names of the persons
to whom these medals have been
awarded . We have asked that those

to whom they have been awarded
and who , as yet , have not received
them , to notify us , but to date only
two have done so . All bronze medals
awarded in the years 1951 , 1952 and
1953 have been delivered . The Farr
medals and the silver medals are
now in the hands of the engravers
and will be delivered as soon as pos-
sible . The Gold Medals are being

held for the present until the mat-
ter can be brought to the attention
of the directors as to the medal we
wish to give . There are several kinds
of so -called gold medals and as they
differ materially in price , this mat-
ter will have to be left to the discre-
tion of the Board as to cost . We also
need to know who has not yet re-
ceived any medal awarded before
1951. If any one here is due one ,

came in from our members , we pub-
lished in the March , 1954 issue ,
three articles by Prof. A. P. Saun-
ders and one by Harry F. Little ,
that had been previously printed in
bulletins now unobtainable and we
plan to print several more in future
bulletins .

Following the action taken at the
last annual meeting of this Society ,
application was made to the Federal
Government for certification of the
employees of this Society for eligi-
bility to participate in Social Secur-
ity benefits . After many formalities
were completed, we have finally
been certified as eligible . The date
of the letter of exemption
Federal Income taxes was February
18 , 1954 , and the effective date of
participation in Social Security ben-
efits was set at January 1 , 1951 .
These dates are given as a matter
of reference for future employees .
The section of the Social Security
laws under which we are eligible is
No. 101 ( 1 ) . The identification
number of the Society is 54-0567098
A. We are exempt from income
taxes as an agricultural or horticul-
tural Society .
We are granted exemption from
Income Taxes under the above let-
ter , but have to file a financial
statement yearly within five months
after the close of the year . Regular
Social Security forms must be fil-
ed quarterly .
This Society is a member of the
American Horticultural Council . We
are entitled to a member of the
Board of Directors of this Council
and also to a delegate to represent
this Society at its annual and other
meetings . We are now ably repre-
sented by Dr. J. Franklin Styer of
Concordville , Pa ., who has been ac-
tive in the Council since its begin-
ning and has risen to a high posi-
tion among its officers and wields
a great deal of power in its delib-
erations . Only three of the special
flower societies in this country have
so far failed to join the Council .

Reporting for the Committee on
Color Slides , Mr. Marvin C. Karrels
stated that he had selected from the
five or six hundred slides submit-

ted , 158 as worthy of keeping and
had sent them to the Secretary for
rent to those who may desire them .

Under Communications a letter to
the President from the Sarcoxie

Commercial Club , Inc. , was read
inviting the Society to hold its 1955
annual meeting and exhibition at
Sarcoxie , Missouri . The matter was
referred to the Board of Directors .
Under Unfinished Business the
question of conducting a new Sym-
posium was brought up by the Sec-
retary . The discussion was long and
loud . Some favored one conducted
by a select group of competent
growers and amateurs on a numer-
ical basis . Others favored a plan
suggested by Mr. Edward Auten ,
jr ., in which varieties would be
rated "A" good everywhere ; "B"
generally good and "C" rather poor .
It was generally agreed that ,
while there are a great many var-
ieties that are good in all sections
of the country , there are also many
that will do well in some sections

and are practically worthless in oth-

Later on in this meeting the ac-
tivities of this Council and also
many other matters mentioned in
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ers and that this fact should be
brought out in any symposium that
might be conducted.
A motion was made and seconded
that a symposium be conducted . It
was carried by a two to one vote .
This was followed by a long dis-
cussion participated in by many
members . Many pertinent questions

were brought up . Mr. Wood of
Canada , suggested that the sym-
posium be conducted by a disinter-
ested party such as a University .
Mr. Myron Bigger stated that it
should be conducted over the entire
country under all conditions with
which opinion Mr. Byron Gist
agreed . Dr. Hyde suggested that a
popular vote tends to bring out the
old varieties but does not do jus-
tice to the many excellent
new varieties . Mr. Roy G. Gayle
moved that the present ratings , as

This motion was seconded
and carried also by a two to one
vote .
Under Election of Directors , the
Board, recommended that the two
retiring directors , Mr. W. A. Alex-
ander of Bowling Green , Ohio , and
Mr. Allen J. Wild of Sarcoxie , Mis-
scuri , be re-elected for a three -year
term . On motion duly made and sec-
onded this was done . Also the Board
recommended that Mrs. W. E. Wip-
son of Duluth , Minnesota , be elect-
ed a director for three years to fill
the vacancy caused by the death of
Mr. A. M. Brand . Carried on motion
duly made and seconded .
As the hour was late and the
management of the store desired to
close the building for the night , the
meeting was adjourned without
considering many questions that
should have come before it.

On motion duly made and second-
ed it was voted to award the Soci-
ety's bronze medal to all who won
first place in the Court of Honor at
this the Fiftieth Annual Exhibi-
tion as a special distinction appli-
cable to this show alone .
It was unanimously decided that
the Gold Medals given by the So-
ciety should be those that have a
bronze center overlaid on each side
by solid gold and not the ordinary
gold plated medal.
Following this there was a gen-
eral discussion of matters of inter-
est to the Society , but on which no
definite action was taken .
The meeting then adjourned to
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meet again on Tuesday morning at
9 o'clock in the Northwestern Bank .
THE SECOND DIRECTORS'

MEETING
A quorum , consisting of the same
directors present at the first meet-
ing , being present the final meet-
ing of the Board was called to order
2 few minutes past nine in the
morning , June 22 , 1954 , in the Di-
rector's Room of the Northwestern
National Bank of Minneapolis , by
the President .
The following officers were unan-
imously elected on motions duly
made and seconded , to serve for the
year beginning July 1, 1954 : W. A.
Alexander , Bowling Green , Ohio ,
President ; Clare F. Wood , Toronto ,
Ontario , Canada , Vice -President ; L.
W. Lindgren , St. Paul , Minnesota ,
Treasurer ; George W. Peyton , Rapi-
dan , Virginia , Secretary . The Sec-
retary's salary for the year was set
at $50 a month with an allowance of
not more than $ 100 for extra help
during the year .
Due to the fact that there often
results some confusion when offi-
cers are changed in the middle of a
meeting , it was voted that all offi-
cers and directors take office on
July 1st following their election or
as soon thereafter as elected .
On motion of the Secretary and
duly seconded , it was voted that the
president's expenses to this annual
meeting and to all future annual
meetings , be paid by the Society .
It was moved , seconded and car-
ried that our membership in the
American Horticultural Council be
continued and that Dr. J. Franklin
Styer of Concordville , Pennsylvan-
ia , be named our director on their
Board and also our representative
at their meetings .
The question of publishing a
membership list was discussed and
it was suggested that the list be
published in a future issue of the

Bulletin and also in pamphlet form
for sale to those desiring it .
The Secretary brought out the
fact that the present edition of the
Handbook of the Peony would soon
be exhausted if sales continue at the
present rate and that it would be
necessary to get out a new edition .

It was suggested that this book
might be enlarged to about fifty
pages and that suggestions would
be welcome as to what changes and
additions to the present edition be
made .

As all official ratings of varieties
have now been abolished by action
of the members , the Society has now
nothing to offer in answer to the
many inquiries for rating lists of
the various varieties , and it was
convincingly stated by Mr. Wood
that a list of the Best Hundred
Peonies of the Year should be com-
piled and published as soon as pos-
sible to meet the constant demand
for such a list , it was decided to get
out such a list as soon as it could be
done , this list to be compiled from
lists of the best varieties sent in
by members selected for their ac-
curate knowledge of peonies both
old and new, now growing in their
gardens . Messrs . Wood and Peyton.
were named a committee to carry
out the plan .
The Secretary was instructed to
get in touch with the American Hor-
ticultural Society to see if arrange-
ments can be made to secure copies

of their coming issue on Tree Pe-
onies to be written by Messrs . John
Wister and Harold E. Wolfe , for
distribution to our members .
Though the Society voted to have

a new symposium , no action was
taken as to the form this sympos-
ium should take or how it should be
conducted , so the matter was passed

over by the Directors .
As there is now no method in use
of calling the attention of visitors
108



to our exhibitions , to the awards
given seedlings , the Secretary was
instructed to have suitable ribbons
or placards prepared to be placed
on the varieties honored .

A communication from Mr. L.
W. Cousins of Canada , published
in the March , 1954 issue of the Bul-
letin No. 132 , stating the desir-
ability of establishing some suit-
able award to outstanding hybrid
varieties that may be shown at our
annual exhibitions to encourage
those who may continue to work
with these hybrids , was read and it
was decided to award a medal to
any variety deemed worthy of such
an award , the conditions of the
award to be decided later and of
which due notice will be published
in the schedules of future shows .
This medal will be a memorial to
the late Prof. A. P. Saunders .
The fact of the poor showing
made in our exhibitions by tree pe-
onies , especially of the suffructicosa
species, when after a few hours
they usually are reduced to the con-
dition of a wet dish rag , was discus-
sed and as this fault often discour-
ages the sales of these , it was sug-
gested that it might be wise to dis-
continue classes in Our regular
shows for these, but to allow any
one who desires to do so , to exhibit
them . This would not apply to ex-
hibitions devoted especially to the
showing of tree peonies , which
would be held at times when they
could be shown in good condition .
The President was unanimously
requested to write letters of appre-
ciation to the Minnesota Peony and
Iris Society, which sponsored the
show, and the Northwestern Na-
tional Bank of Minneapolis for the
excellent facilities provided and the
outstanding accomplishment in stag-
ing this Fiftieth Annual Show and
for many courtesies extended our
Society by both organizations .

The place for holding the 1955
annual meeting and exhibition was
next brought up . Inasmuch as the
members of the Fifth District had
indicated their willingnes to stage
this show in the Chicago area, but
as some doubt had arisen as to their
being able to secure a suitable place

for the show , it was decided to ask
the officers of the Fifth District
to let us know definitely . within
the next few weeks , if at all pos-
sible , whether they can stage it or
not and if not to accept the invita-
tion of the Sarcoxie Commercial
Club , Inc. , to hold the meeting in
Sarcoxie , Missouri , in 1955 , where
it was so successfully held in 1950 .
Due to the difficulty the judges
sometimes encounter in awarding
the prizes in the Gold , Silver and
Bronze Medal classes due to the
variable number of varieties allow-
ed , it was on motion duly made and
seconded , decided to make the Gold
Medal Class read a definite fifty
varieties , the Silver Medal Class
twenty -five varieties and Bronze
Medal Class ten varieties , all other
conditions to remain the same .
It was also the opinion of the
Board that hybrid peonies be ad-
mitted in all classes in future , but
that the special hybrid classes be
also continued .

In re advertising rates , it was
decided that a discount of 10% be
allowed an advertiser who carries
his ad in successive issues of the
Bulletin .
The matter of accredited judges
demanded by certain Garden Clubs ,
was discussed and it was thought
that it would be proper to allow
these clubs to furnish their accred-
ited judge for the arrangement
classes .

As many of the members of the
Board had to leave , the meeting
adjourned .

SOME NEW HYBRID PEONIES
(Prof. A. P. Saunders , Clinton , N. Y. )
Reprint from Bulletin No. 27, June 1926

It is now about ten years since I
began to work on the production of
hybrids between different species
of peonies . I suppose it is the ex-
perience of most of those who have
undertaken such an adventure that
they hopefully attempt in the be-
ginning to make those crosses which
they would like to make , and come
resignedly later to making the ones
they can . So it was with me at any
rate . I began by attempting crosses
between the Chinese peonies and
tree peonies , and between Chinese
peonies and Paeonia lutea . All these
proved complete failures , and I was
convinced as time went on that

there was very little prospect of
ever having any success along those
lines . At the very best, crosses be-
tween different species give but a
small percentage of success . One
must take failure and disappoint-
ment as being the order of the day,

and regard a successful cross as a
gift of the gods . No one should un-
dertake such work unless he feels
within himself an unfathomable
well of patience , and a strong wall
of persistence against which he may
put his back when discouragement

threatens to get the better of him .
My records are mostly a list of fail-
ures ; and while these may have a
scientific value for the botanist
they can have little interest for
the practical plant grower , and I
shall therefore pass briefly over the
countless crosses that led to nothing
and shall restrict myself mainly to
the few lines of work that were pro-
ductive and from which I have now
some plants that I think will prove
of permanent value. Before going
further I shall describe briefly the

various species which I have used
either as pollen parents or seed par-
ents .

In the group of shrubby species
I have in the first place a large col-
lection of tree peonies . I have also
a number of plants of Paeonia lutea ,
most of these being seedlings which
I have raised myself . During the
last couple of years I have also had
some plants of P. Delavayi which
I obtained from Vilmorin and Com-
pany of Paris . In the herbaceous
group I have a large collection of
named varieties of Chinese peonies ,
as well as many seedlings of the
same race . I have six or eight of
the named varieties of Paeonia offi-
cinalis as well as a few seedlings
of the same strain . A plant which I
have used very largely is the beauti-
ful variety known as Otto Froebel .
My original plant of this variety
came from Barr and Sons , of Lon-
don . When I was in England in
1923 I saw at the Chelsea Show a
great many blooms of a plant that
is very popular in England under
the name Paeonia lobata . Resem-

blance between lobata and my Otto
Froebel is so close that I am sure
they are related forms . Just exact-
ly what lobata is , seems to be still
open to some doubt . It is considered
by some botanists to be a variety of
officinalis , and the character
the foliage certainly supports this
view ; it has , I understand , been re-
ferred by others to the species pere-
grina . I presume that its exact re-
lationships cannot at present be
definitely settled . The variety Otto
Froebel has fairly large sin-
gle blooms of a vivid clear rose
color ; a color that is not found in
the Chinese peonies . I have raised
seedlings of Otto Froebel , self - fer-
tilized , and they run fairly close to

of
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the characters of the parent , vary-
ing a little in depth of color and in
texture of petals .
I have made a very great many
crosses using pollen from a species
which I believe to be P. macrophyl-
la . There seems to be some con-
fusion between this and the spe-
cies Wittmanniana ; and it is diffi-
cult from the original descriptions
of the two to be quite sure to which
of them a given plant should be re-
ferred . I have obtained my stock
of both of these plants from C. G.
Van Tubergen in Haarlem , Holland .
If I am right about these species ,
P. macrophylla is what one would
expect from its name , a species with
large and coarse foliage . The leaf-
lets are broader and heavier than

in any other peony that I know . The
flowers are fairly large and , in spite
of all statements to the contrary in
dealers ' catalogues , are white , and
not yellow .
It is a misfortune that so many
of our botanical descriptions are
made not from living plants but
from dried specimens ; for this
plant has a characteristic which I
believe makes it very easily identi-
fied , and that is the odor of the
leaves . They give off , especially in
the sunlight , a peculiar rather bit-
ter aroma , often noticeable eight or
ten feet away . The plant ought

therefore to be easily recognizable
even in the dark ; but of course the
dried leaves would have lost the
odor , and no mention of any such
peculiarity is made in the original
description . The plant which I con-
sider to be the true Wittmanniana
is a yellow - flowered species . Its
foliage is entirely different from
that of macrophylla , being thinner
in texture , lighter in color , and al-
together more delicate ; besides
which it is , so far as I have ob-
served, quite free from the odor of
macrophylla . The yellow color of the

flowers of Wittmanniana is by no
means so deep as it is in P. lutea .
The latter has blooms of a bright
buttercup yellow , whereas those of
Wittmanniana are pale yellow ; but
they are not white , nor creamy

white , nor yellowish white ; they

are a clear and distinct light yel-

low . I make this point because the
original descriptions are ambiguous
in the matter of color . Thus , the
original description of macrophylla
gives the flowers as "white , scarce-
ly yellowish ," while that of Witt-
manniana gives its flowers as

"white , or very pale yellowish , or
greenish ." That is just the sort of
thing that would happen where one
was making up a description from
dried blooms , and it leads to the
conclusion that the color of the
flowers could not be used to dis-
tinguish the two from each other .
Now, I must admit that I am not
quite sure about the constancy of
color in Wittmanniana , for I have
not raised any seedlings from it ;
but I do know about it in macro-
phylla , because I have a consider-
able number of plants of it and
have grown a batch of seedlings , all
of which have shown a complete
uniformity in this respect .
There is another yellow -flowered
herbaceous peony, bearingbearing the
somewhat cumbrous name of P.
Mlokosewitschi . The flowers in this
species are similar in color to those
of Wittmanniana . But the form of
the flower is quite different , the
petals in Mlokosewitschi being
more rounded , and very much in-
curved . The foliage is even more
distinct . The stems are red , the
leaflets very much rounded , and of
a peculiar glaucous green . Of this
plant I have a considerable stock ,
including a number of seedlings
which have always so far shown a
complete constancy of characters . I
consider this species a very beauti-
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ful garden plant , and one which de-
serves to be far more widely grown
than it is at present .
There is another species which I
have used to a certain extent , but
which I have not yet identified to
my satisfaction . I bought it from
one of our large dealers as P. lo-
bata . It is very evidently not that
plant , and I suspect that it may be
either coralina or one of the forms
of arietina .

Other species which I have used
include the single form of tenui-
folia , also P. microcarpa , P. Veit-
chi, P. Woodwardi , and several
others ; but crosses on these are of
very recent date , and it is too soon
to say anything about them .
Coming now to the practical re-
sults , I may repeat here what I
have already indicated before , that
in general the chances of success-
ful crossing between peony species
are very small . On the other hand

there are certain species between
which there is a more or less com-
plete compatibility , as the botanist
calls it.
Thus , I am pretty well satisfied
that I have never had any successes
in crossing the various forms of
shrubby peonies with any of the
herbaceous species . It might seem
an easy matter to be quite positive
about the success or failure of a
given cross , but it is not so easy as
it looks . Of course if a cross is
made and no seed is obtained it is
plain enough that the cross has
failed . But if the seed pod enlarges
and in the autumn yields seed , it is
by no means certain that the cross
has been a success . For one must
remember that the anthers of the
peony very often burst before the
bloom has opened , and consequently
there is always a danger that a
bloom may have fertilized itself ,
even though the petals and all the
stamens may have been removed

while the flower was still in bud .
When such fertilization has occur-
red it may be quite impossible to
detect pollen grains on the stigma ,
and so one may apply foreign pollen
to such a bloom and obtain fertile
seed in the autumn when nothing
whatever has taken place except
self -fertilization . When such an un-
certainty arises it takes years be-
fore any positive conclusions re-
garding it may be reached ; for
when such seed is planted one must
wait at least four or five years to
see bloom on the resulting plants ,
and even if these plants and their
flowers show the characters of the
original female parent the case for
self -fertilization is still not estab-
lished beyond doubt because , as I
shall later show , in some cases un-
doubted crosses between peony spe-
cies have given plants possessing
almost completely the characters of
one parent to the exclusion of the
other . The only final and incontro-
vertible proof that our original
bloom had fertilized itself would be
by raising a batch of seedlings of
the second generation ; then if
these showed no tendency to sport
into the original male line one could
indeed be sure that the case was
one of self -fertilization . But this
means about ten years of waiting .
And there is another difficulty
with peony crosses. This arises
from the fact that a cross will show
every sign of having been success-
ful when as a matter of fact no real
seed has been formed . The pods

swell up, and are evidently filled
with seeds ; in due time the pods
open , and the seed has every ap-
pearance of being normal and
healthy ; and yet such seed when
pressed firmly between the fingers
will burst and be found to consist
of nothing but a glossy skin with-
out any contents whatever . P. lutea
and P. tenuifolia are particularly
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clever in producing seed of this
kind .

These things I mention in order
that it may be realized that crosses
which are apparently successful
may be in fact complete failures ,
while in other cases which to judge
from the progeny might appear to
have been failures , may really have
been successful . However , a true
cross usually gives progeny suffi-
ciently different from both the
male and female parent to be easily
recognized as hybrid in character ;
and I have generally assumed that
wherever I found an alleged cross
giving a group of plants in the first
generation which showed entirely
the character of the female parent ,
I had a case of self - fertilization and
not a successful cross . In my earlier
years of experimentation I had a
good many apparent successes in
crossing tree peonies and P. lutea
on Chinese peonies . All of these
plants have now come to the bloom-
ing age , and never in any case has
one of them shown the slightest in-
dication of either tree peony blood
or P. lutea blood . Most of these
plants have been thrown away
without waiting to raise seedlings
of a second generation on the re-
mote chance that the original cross
was successful . It may further be
said that in almost all cases true
hybrids are sterile . Hence when an
apparently successful cross gives
seedlings which have fully the
character of the female parent and
are in addition strong seed -setters ,
there is very good ground for the
assumption that they are not true
crosses at all.

The largest group of my hybrids
was made by using the pollen of
P. macrophylla on Chinese peonies .
This is a cross analogous to that
which was used by Lemoine in the
production of his Wittmanniana hy-
brids Mai Fleuri , Avant Garde , etc.

M. Lemoine reports regarding his
crosses that he has never had any
results from using the pollen of
Chinese peonies on blooms of Witt-
manniana , but that his named var-
ieties all came from crosses made in
the opposite direction , using pollen
of Wittmanniana on blooms of Chi-
nese peonies . I have had somewhat
the same experience with my hy-
brids between macrophylla and sin-
ensis . The cross takes fairly well
when macrophylla pollen is used on
Chinese peonies , but the reverse
cross very rarely gives anything at
all . I have, I think , from many
crosses of the latter sort only two
or three plants , none of which are
yet of blooming age .
A peculiarity of the crosses made
with macrophylla pollen on sinensis
blooms is that although the seed is
nurtured and matured on a Chinese
peony, the blooms of the progeny
almost always follow the pattern of
the male parent . The characters
that govern the form of the flower
are evidently highly dominant in
macrophylla . The color shows a lit-
tle greater variation , for although
the majority of the hybrids are
white - flowered , some of them go
into shades of pink . The white-
flowered sorts are near enough to
the species macrophylla So that
most of them would not strike a
casual observer as possessing any
foreign blood .

It is a different matter with the
foliage . Some of the hybrid plants
have the green stems and broad
light green leaves of macrophylla ,
while at the other end of the scale
there are plants with small deep
purple red leaves , shining as if they
were varnished , and in between are
all sorts ofall sorts of intermediate forms ,
some few with bronzy purple fol-
iage in which each leaflet has a
green tip . Those with purple or red
leaves are not so vigorous in
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growth as are the green ones , and
few of them have yet bloomed . But
as I write many are standing in full
bud awaiting a few days of warmth
to come into bloom .

Whether anything of value will
come out of this group of hybrids it
is too soon to say . The best of the
white-flowered kinds are very much
better plants than the species ma-
crophylla with larger flowers , run-
ning up to nearly eight inches in
diameter . I imagine they may be
something like Lemoine's hybrid
Messagere . That plant I do not pos-
sess and so have had no means of
comparing it with my own seed-
lings .
The season of bloom for these
hybrids is from one to two weeks
earlier than the earliest Chinese
peonies .
The Lemoine Wittmanniana hy-
brids, according to the statement of
M. Lemoine himself , are sterile ;

and my own experience confirms
that ; for I have never been able to
get any results from them , either
as pollen parents or seed parents .
The same holds true for most of my
macrophylla hybrids , although here
and there I occasionally find one
seed on a plant . From the occasio-
nal seeds thus gathered in 1924 I
have a couple of germinations this
spring , showing at least that the
seeds have vitality .
There is a tendency in this group

of hybrids to produce flowers of
what I might call , for lack of a bet-
ter name, a cactus type . They are
characterized by narrow , somewhat
twisted petals . I do not think that
they represent a desirable novelty
among peonies , but they are at least
curious . Among all the progeny of
this cross which had bloomed up to
last year there had been nothing but
single flowered sorts , good , bad and
indifferent . But last May in a small
group of seedlings that came from

a cross of macrophylla on James
Kelway, there were three which
were semi -double, one of them al-
most fully double , and looking a
good deal like a delicate little cam-
ellia . These little flowers are very
attractive and were quite a sur-
prise , coming at that season , about
a week earlier than the earliest
Chinese sorts .

Another cross that has given

some good plants was made by us-
ing the pollen of macrophylla on
varieties of P. officinalis . These
plants have a somewhat intermed-
iate character , but resemble offici-
nalis rather than macrophylla . The
hybrids on officinalis rubra plena
are mostly crimson singles . They
also are usually sterile , but one
plant last year gave thirty seeds ,
from which some interesting pro-
geny may be looked for . I have also
a few crosses of macrophylla on
Otto Froebel . One of these bloom-
ed for the first time last year . It
was in general appearance not un-
like the Lemoine hybrid Avant
Garde , but was a week earlier in
season .

My main purpose in all this work
of cross fertilization has been to
strike out if possible into new lines
that would produce early flowering
types in greater variety and beauty
than we have heretofore had . It is
still much too soon to pronounce
judgment on these plants ; many of
them bloomed for the first time
last year , and very many more have
not yet bloomed at all . But the re-
sults up to the present have shown
at least a few beautiful new forms ,
and there is I think a promise that
some of these may be of permanent
value for our gardens .
I now come to the crosses which
have been made or attempted , using
the species Mlokosewitschi . This
yellow flowered plant seemed to of-
fer interesting possibilities if it
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could be crossed on Chinese or other
peonies . I have attempted during
the past few years many such
crosses , both on named varieties of
Chinese peonies , and on a good
many of the species in my garden
as well as most of the officinalis
varieties I possess . My belief is
that up to the present time I have
never succeeded in effecting a cross
either with pollen from P. Mlokos-
ewitschi , or by using pollen of other
varieties upon that species . It is
true I have a good many seeds that
have been produced by the blooms
so worked over , but in every case
where seed has been set I have a
very definite suspicon that it was
merely by self - fertilization . I have
a few young plants that have come
up from such seed , and in every
case they show the characters of the
female parent . The only ones that
have come to the blooming age are
some in which pollen of P. Mlokos-
ewitschi was used on Chinese peo-
nies . I have had perhaps a dozen of
such plants and all of them
been , as far as I could see , absolute-
ly sinensis in character . The in-
ducement in making this cross lies
in the possibility of producing an
early flowering race of yellow peo-
nies . That is a possibility to stir
the heart of any peony hybridist . I
still keep hoping that I may find
some species or variety which will
yield true crosses with Mlokosewits-
chi . It would be strange if this spe-
cies should prove incompatible with
all other peonies , and it may be that
within a few years I shall be able
to report success in this direction .
This is to my mind the most inter-
esting of the lines that I have
touched upon, and it is tantalizing
that it seems to be the one which
most obstinately refuses to give
any results .

have

Of course crosses of Chinese peo-
nies on P. lutea would probably

produce a wonderful race of yellow
flowered peonies . But successful
crosses between herbaceous and
shrubby plants in the same genus

are rare , and I was never very hope-
ful of success in using P. lutea
with Chinese peonies . In any case ,
my friend Mr. Winthrop Thurlow
has been working on this cross for
a number of years , and I am sure
that his chances of success with it
would be at least as good as mine ,
if not better . I think for the future
that I shall leave to him the task of
producing hybrids between lutea
and sinensis , while I endeavor to
find among the many peony species
some that will yield hybrids with
the beautiful P. Mlokosewitschi .
The extremes to which a hybridist
will go to obtain the results he
wants are illustrated by a case re-
cently reported to me in which an
experimenter in the hope of pro-
ducing yellow peonies used pollen

of the yellow primrose on Chinese
peonies . I have not heard that he
had any success .

We come now to a group of hy-
brids which seem to promise better
practical results than any other .
These are the hybrids between sin-
ensis and officinalis . I was able to
stage a small exhibit of these at the
peony show in Philadelphia last
year , but that exhibit did not do
anything like justice to the plants
as they developed later in the gar-
den . I gladly pay tribute here to
my friend Mr. Lyman D. Glasscock
cf Joliet , Ill ., who I understand
staged a bloom of similar parentage
at the peony show in Des Moines a
year earlier . I am sorry that I was
not at that exhibition in order to
see the first results of his cross-
fertilization between these two
groups on which he also has been
working for some years past .
A curious fact regarding these
hybrids is that they carry a great
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Ideal of the officinalis character re-
gardless of the direction in which
the cross is made . I have four
plants , the results of a cross of a
single officinalis variety on the
single white Albiflora the Bride .
These plants are worth describing .
Their blooms are all of a most bril-

liant crimson color , approximately
that of officinalis rubra plena,
though in some a shade darker in
tone . They are very large , running
up to seven inches in diameter , and
look like enormous single officinalis
blooms . The foliage is also very
large , and of the character of offici-
nalis . But stature and habit show
the influence of the Chinese blood .
The plants do not have the dwarf,
sprawling habit of the officinalis
varieties , but are tall , erect, and up-
standing . The blooms are unusually

durable for single flowers . These
plants were divided last autumn for
the first time , and the root growth
seemed to be intermediate between
that of officinalis and sinensis . It
may therefore turn out that the
plants will divide better than the of-
ficinalis varieties usually do . If it
should be so , and if the plants main-
tain the quality they have so far
shown they should be welcome addi-
tions to the meagre list of really
fine early flowering peonies . I have
several other groups of similar par-
entage already at or near the bloom-
ing age , and some of them have al-
ready shown good promise . Crosses
made with sinensis pollen on offici-
nalis rubra plena show similar
characteristics , but have a tendency
towards the production of double
flowered hybrids , one of which
among the few that have so far
bloomed is of a very brilliant scar-
let crimson , and may be a good
plant . I do not like to say too much
about these plants . It seems like
boasting about one's children before
they are yet in their 'teens . It will

be some years before they will have
established their character to such
an extent that one can feel confi-
dent about them .

Another group that shows prom-
ise has resulted from crosses made
between Otto Froebel and Chinese
varieties . These , like the above , are

a
ll in the season o
f officinalis , lap-

ping over into the time o
f the earl-

iest Chinese peonies . The blooms
that have appeared on these crosses
so far are either of a bright clear
rose color , like Otto Froebel itself ,

or of a lighter rose pink . Two or
three of them seem to me to have
great beauty . Here too most of the
characteristics of the Chinese par-
ent are as the botanists say , reces-
sive , the dominant characters being
those of Otto Froebel both in fol-
iage and habit .

I have a number of other crosses
made between species mentioned at
the beginning of this article , but
they are of more recent date , and it

will be some years before anything
can be said as to results . I made
some hybrids last spring between
P. lutea and P. Delavayi . This is a

cross that takes readily ; so readily
in fact that it has led me to suspect
that Delavayi is but little known , I
may say a word about it . It is of
course shrubby ; or rather in this
climate bears the intermediate
character which P. lutea itself has .

In our severe winters these plants
usually kill back to the ground
every year , and the new growth is

formed from the crown or from the
base o

f

the old branches . Both of
them bloom very well , however , and
they do not seem to suffer very
much from their usually very se-
vere winter -killing . The foliage of
P. Delavayi has almost exactly the
same fern - like character as that of
P. lutea . The blooms of lutea are
uniformly bright yellow . Those of
Delavayi which I saw at Vilmorin's
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were a sort of mahogany brown ,
but in form like those of lutea . My
plants of Delavayi , which came
from Vilmorin were I understand
seedlings . They have blooms the
petals of which are mahogany
brown at the base , fading to yellow

at the edges . The plant is very
handsome in foliage but unsatis-
factory in flower , the blooms being
smaller and duller than those of lu-
tea, while they share with that spe-
cies the modest habit of hiding
themselves among the foliage . I am
not very sanguine of obtaining any-
thing of value from this cross , but
in this case as in most others of
work along such lines , one's expec-
tations are likely to be disappoint-

ed , and where success is least ex-
pected something good may turn up
in the end .
Quite different from any of the
groups of hybrids discussed above
are those that have been derived by
crossing Chinese peonies on the

doubtful species which I have men-
tioned above as being perhaps P.
corallina or possibly arietina . This
is an easy cross to make and one
which gives in the first generation
progeny which shows an extreme
variability . The foliage is usually
like neither parent , and no two
seedlings resemble each other . One
would think that plants showing
such strong variation would be like-

ly to produce now and then varie-
ties of distinct desirability ; but un-
fortunately when these hybrids
come into bloom all one's hopes are
blasted . The flowers are large but
in almost every case of a very ugly
purple magenta color . Some are
agreeable in odor but none so far
seem to me tolerable in color , and
I have no thought that any of them
will be worth propagating . They
are curiosities and nothing more . I
may mention that they have always

been sterile ; which , considering

their character is perhaps not a
misfortune .
I feel that in presenting an ac-
count of this work at the present
time I am making only what could
be called an ad interim report . I
should not have undertaken to give
any account at all of my results
thus far were it not that the exhibit
which I staged in Philadelphia
seemed to interest a good many
peony growers who saw those

blooms , and among them Mr.
Christman , who has urged me to
say something in the Bulletin re-
garding the progress of the work .
It is also perhaps not a bad idea in
the interest of such work itself to
take stock at the end of ten years ,
if only to become clearer in one's
own mind as to the lines along

which further experiments should
be made .

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Peonies In Texas
We have just concluded our most
successful peony season . Only a
few of the late ones remain on the
table : Hansina Brand, Blanche
King , Lillian Wild , Elsa Sass , Thu-
ra Hires and Myrtle Gentry .
The season opened April 21st
with Avant Garde , closely followed
by Golden Glow and Claire de Lune .
It ended June 2nd with Blanche
King , Elsa Sass and Lillian Wild .
Last year's season was plagued
with hot , dry weather , with temper-
atures of 95 to 104 degrees several
days . This year , with the exception
of the nights of May 1st and 2nd
when the temperatures dropped to
31 and 28 degrees and scared us
nearly to death but really did very
little damage , we have had fine
peony weather . We had lots of hu-
midity , some rain , only light wind ,
and temperatures generally rang-
ing from 40 to 60 degrees at night
and 51 to 83 degrees days .
Considering the youth of our
plants we had a fine lot and quality

of bloom , a total of 765 terminal
flowers . Our show record ( as judg-
ed by ourselves ) was as follows :

# Secretary'sNotes
The season of 1954 will long be
remembered , by many of us , as one
of many trials and tribulations . Ex-
cessive dry weather in many sec-
tions , last year , which has extended
even down to the present in some
places , coupled with a mild winter ,
with little snow , and a succession
cf alternate cold and abnormally
hot days , did not do the peonies
much good . In addition , thrips have
been bad in some areas .
However , in some places , the sea-
son was good . Mr. Pope M. Long
of Alabama , reports that his peo-
nies were never finer . While mine
were never worse in 30 years . From
the looks of the flowers brought to
Minneapolis by the New Jersey
people , we may safely say that they

had fine peony weather as they
were excellent specimens of what
peonies should be . In the Twin City
area, the late bloomers had not
opened for the show , but Chicago ,
Milwaukee and New Jersey brought
those that they lacked .
As we go to press we have not re-
ceived full accounts of some of the
shows . If they come in later , they
will be printed in the September
issue . The Oklahoma City show had
to be cancelled as severe storms de-
stroyed the blooms almost 100%.
Owing to the haste with which
the Annual Meeting had to be ad-
journed , many subjects had to be
omitted from the discussions .

About the only matter that was dis-
cussed at great length was whether

we should have a new symposium
or not and if so what form it should
take . Many were the opinions ex-
pressed . As matters now stand , all
the old ratings have been abolished
and growers are urged to discon-
tinue the use of these ratings in
their lists .
However , no action was taken on
how the next symposium should be
conducted , though it was voted two
to one to have one .
Pending further action , the mat-
ter has been left as it stands , which
is not satisfactory , as we have noth-
ing to offer those who are constant-
ly demanding a rating list . The
Board of Directors decided to pre-
pare a list of the 100 Best to fill in
the gap , as the best it could do for
the present . This list will take quite
a long time to prepare and we hope
those who are asked to participate ,
will send in their lists as soon as
possible . We should like to have the
names of persons who grow, say a
hundred or more varieties , in which
all classes and types are included , as
it was thought they could give us
lists from which to compile the
final list much quicker and prob-
ably more accurately than those
who grow only a small number .
We shall need to get out another
edition of the handbook soon . We
shall welcome criticisms of the old
one and recommendations for its
improvement . It should not be too
large , so that its price will have to
be advanced as we would run into
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a great deal of trouble , if that were
done . We now receive many orders
for it from articles published from
two to four years ago. Our sales
are now principally to those who do
not belong to the Society . We have
yet to receive a serious complaint
about it . Its success has been far
beyond my own expectations I must
say .
We are now facing some decision
as to our selection of judges for our
shows . It seems that some organiza-

ticns will not recognize results un-
less the judging is done by their
own accredited judges . This cannot
always be done . Here is a task for
the American Horticultural Council
to work out some arrangement so
that no one organization will try to
monopolize the field .
We hope to publish in a later
bulletin , the history of the Society
up to date. We should like to have
letters from as many of our old
members as possible to publish .

HYBRID HERBACEOUS PEONIES
By Fador Kernin
Shelby , Nebraska

As many people are not acquaint-
ed with hybrid herbaceous peonies ,
I thought it might be interesting
to have a report on some of the
best . They have several advantages .
First , they have such clear colors
seldom found in the regular peo-
nies , and the single and semi -dou-
bles have very beautiful centers .
Second, the flowers always come
one to the stem and do not have
side buds , which are just a nui-
sance . Third , with the exception of
the large full doubles , they do not
fall all over the place , when it
rains , and they also extend the
blooming season as some of them
start blooming about two weeks
earlier . I have over 40 varieties ,
and here are my impressions of
some of the best.
ALEXANDER WOOLLCOTT . A perfect
plant , upright , compact grower . IfI could have but one hybrid peony,
this would be it . Perfect semi -dou-
ble blooms , of brilliant crimson red
that does not fade , light yellow cen-
ter . 30 blooms from a division
planted in the Fall of 1950 , it has
bloomed every year since .
NATHALIE . This is my second
choice . Perfect , compact, upright
plant . Brilliant rose pink semi-

double , with beautiful center . 24
blooms from planting in 1950. If
you prefer pink , get this . If you
prefer red get Alexander Woollcott ,
and you will not go wrong .
ARCHANGEL . A beautiful broad
spreading plant , with very large
dark green leaves . Large single
pure white with broad yellow cen-
ter . 20 blooms from planting in
1950. You can't beat this in a sin-
gle white .
LOVELY ROSE . A compact upright
plant . Beautiful deep , creamy pink
of salmon shade , slightly semi -dou-
ble . Does not increase as fast as

some . 12 blooms from planting in
1950 .

LAVENDER No. 8087. Spreading
plant . Beautiful lilac shade , with
beautifully shaped center , single .
25 blooms from planting in 1951 .
It is something different .
CARDINAL'S ROBE . A compact up-
right plant . Does not increase as
fast as some . Brilliant shining scar-
let , single , irregular shaped flower .
12 blooms from 1950 planting .
EDWARD STEICHEN . Tall , spread-
ing plant . One of the tallest that I
have . Fine , rich , dark red color ,
semi -double . 15 blooms from 1950
planting .
MONTEZUMA . Spreading plant .
Brilliant light red or scarlet , fine

color , single to semi -double . Eight
blooms from 1951 planting .
GOLDEN GLOW. Spreading plant
Large single of rich scarlet , with
large yellow center . 14 blooms from
1950 planting .

ILLINI BELLE . Spreading plant .
Dark satiny maroon red, semi -dou-
ble. 12 blooms from 1951 planting .
This one was very beautiful this
year .
LUDOVICA . Has been a weak grow-
er for me . Not very well shaped
plant . Beautiful clear rose color ,
semi-double. Eight blooms from
1950 planting .
QUEEN ROSE . Compact upright
plant . Beautiful clear pink , semi-
double . Some have reflexed petals .
15 blooms from 1950 planting .
ROSY CHEEK . Spreading plant .
Deep rose single , beautiful color .
15 blooms from 1951 planting .
VICTORIA LINCOLN . Spreading
plant . Beautiful clear pink, single .
Eight blooms from 1951 planting .
SOPHIE. Brightest cherry red ,
single . Beautiful color . Four blooms
from very small division planted in
1951 .

RED CHARM . A perfect bomb type
flower. Large, brilliant , dark red .
12 blooms from 1950 planting .
Quite a few buds blighted .
FIRELIGHT . Tall spreading plant .
Large, striking flowers of bright
pink with darker flares , single ,
early .

HOPE . Bushy spreading plant .
Beautiful rose color , single . Five
blcoms from 1950 planting . This is
the first time it has bloomed for
me. Many buds failed to open .
MARINER . Upright plant . Dark
marocn , irregular shaped flowers .
Beautiful color . Seven blooms from
1951 planting .
ZULU WARRIOR . Fine upright
plants , dark maroon , single . 22
blooms from 1950 planting .
HERALD. Spreading plant . In-

creases fast. Shining red , single .
18 blooms from 1951 planting .
CANDLELIGHT . Cream white sin-
gle which sometimes has lavender
tint . Beautiful at times .
GILLIAN . It looks like this would
be a fine upright plant , when it
gets older . Light pink single . Six
blooms from 1951 planting .
LADDIE . Fine cut foliage . Bril-
liant bright red, single . Four
blooms from 1951 planting .
WINGED VICTORY . Buff and rose,
single . This has beautiful color but
blocms are only medium size .
ROSELETTE . One of the earliest .
Fine , clear pink , single .
DIANA PARKS . A beautiful bril-
liant red , bomb type . I know of no
other that has this type of flower in
this color . Four blooms from plant-
ing in late 1952 .
HOWARD WATKINS . A beautiful
bomb type flower, of darker color
than Red Charm . May turn out to
be even more beautiful .

ROBERT W. AUTEN . This had one
beautiful bloom from last Fall
planting . Deep rich , brilliant red ,
double . I think this is going to be
a really fine one .
CHOCOLATE SOLDIER . Fine black
red bloom from last Fall planting .
With the exception of the first
twc, they are not listed in the order
of my preference . I have not listed
some because they have not bloomed
well enough, and I have lost the
record of a few. It may be hard to
find some of the above varieties for
sale . I am just growing them as a
hobby , so will not have any to
spare .

KANSAS

Kansas was best red in five ma-
jor shows this year . Also Grand
Champion at Grand Forks , N. D.
Quite a record .
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Drainage for Peonies and How
I learned the hard way about the
importance of drainage when it
comes to peonies .
Seven years ago , in the Spring of
1947 , I set 1000 peonies in rows 9
feet apart and about 3½ feet apart
in the rows which were 515 feet
long .
The old hog lot was 100 feet wide
and had been used as a feed lot
since buffalo roamed the country .
The lot lay on the top of a ridge
and almost level .
The previous Fall I had dug up
old clumps , divided them into cut-
tings and buried them over winter
to be all ready when I got posses-
sion in the Spring .
I regarded myself as an authority
on peonies , having worked 20 years

as a handy -man , gardener , lawn
mower , house cleaner , janitor , free-
lance fireman of business , apart-
ment and residence heating plants ,
and odd -job man .
One of my employers used to sit
in the shade close by and read to
me as I worked preparing her flow-
er beds so I would know why she
was having it done that way . She
had me spade up the flower beds
early in the Spring and then care-
fully re -work them each week on
my day to work for her until June ,
then plant them for Fall blooming
annuals . Very nice .
Thus for 20 years I soaked up the
know -how of many experienced em-
ployers .
I had also developed my mulch
culture method and tried it out for
years-garden scale .
I do not plow or spade . Just clear
row and plant seeds , or set plants
and cuttings as case may be . When
things begin to grow up I move in
with a sharp , bright hoe and clean
close around . By the third time the
dead grass and weeds as well as the

new lush crop of weeds between the
rows are all sliced up and blended
into the top soil- fine method and
good results .
Sc-all lit up with know -how , I
moved in on the peony project . In-
stead of digging a hole to set the
cutting I placed it in an upright
position on the surface and drew in
nice top soil all around and thus
covered the peony eyes to the prop-

er depth . Nice and lovely so far .
Everything went as planned-all
gct off to a nice start - 100 % . Then
June came and so "un -Godly" much
rain that water stood in puddles for
a month with summer heat . Result ,

900 of my peonies drowned and
rotted to my chagrin and consterna-
ticn . The ones that lived were in
the better drained spots .
A series of efforts followed to
correct the condition and one by

one they failed .
Finally I dug from knee to waist
deep trenches close to the peony
rows and laid the dirt in a high
raised bed about three feet behind
them . I did the work while water
was flowing down my trenches so
I knew my stuff .
That did it. The peonies that
lived are now delivering in spectac-

ular performance in my opinion .
Now I have first season peonies
atop the high raised beds that are
off to a good start and already I
have sliced down the high raised
bed between the newly set 5 ft .
apart plants , thereby forming or
transforming a high raised bed into
a row of mounds .
For in the interim since setting
them , I have two counts against the
continuous raised bed :

1. The peonies grow shoulder to
shoulder with the weeds .
2. The great temptation to set
them closer .
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As a nursery bed the continuous
high raised bed is fine as you do not
want to develop massive plants .
A joke in conclusion . An older
man told me he wanted , in behalf
of his War Department , informa-
tion on successful methods to raise
peonies . I promptly dished out to
him the following dope :
Tell your War Department there
are three important things :
1. Be sure you have good drain-

age that water never stands where
you set them .
2. Check the drainage and make
sure water never stands in the soil.
3. Double check the drainage and
make sure water never tarries in
the subsoil ."
"All three are drainage ."
Yes , such things as a good cut-
ting , rich soil , depth of planting ,
culture , and shade are inconsequen-
tial as compared to drainage .-L. E. Nichols
